Texts on the Gathering of the Church

Deut. 30:3-4: “That then the LorD thy God will turn thy captivity, and have compassion upon thee, and will return and gath-
er thee from all the nations, whither the LorD thy God hath scattered thee. (4) If any of thine be driven out unto the outmost
parts of heaven, from thence will the LorD thy God gather thee, and from thence will he fetch thee”

Isa. 11:12: “And he shall set up an ensign for the nations, and shall assemble the outcasts of Israel, and gather together the dis-
persed of Judah from the four corners of the earth”

Isa. 40:11: “He shall feed his flock like a shepherd: he shall gather the lambs with his arm, and carry them in his bosom, and
shall gently lead those that are with young”

Isa. 43:1-7: “But now thus saith the LorD that created thee, O Jacob, and he that formed thee, O Israel, Fear not: for I have
redeemed thee, I have called thee by thy name; thou art mine. (2) When thou passest through the waters, I will be with thee;
and through the rivers, they shall not overflow thee: when thou walkest through the fire, thou shalt not be burned; neither
shall the flame kindle upon thee. (3) For I am the Lorp thy God, the Holy One of Israel, thy Saviour: I gave Egypt for thy
ransom, Ethiopia and Seba for thee. (4) Since thou wast precious in my sight, thou hast been honourable, and I have loved
thee: therefore will I give men for thee, and people for thy life. (5) Fear not: for I am with thee: I will bring thy seed from the
east, and gather thee from the west; (6) I will say to the north, Give up; and to the south, Keep not back: bring my sons from
far, and my daughters from the ends of the earth; (7) Even every one that is called by my name: for I have created him for my
glory, I have formed him; yea, I have made him.”

Isa. 49:18: “Lift up thine eyes round about, and behold: all these gather themselves together, and come to thee. As I live, saith
the Lorp, thou shalt surely clothe thee with them all, as with an ornament, and bind them on thee, as a bride doeth.”

Isa. 54:7: “For a small moment have I forsaken thee; but with great mercies will I gather thee”

Isa. 56:8: “The Lord Gop which gathereth the outcasts of Israel saith, Yet will I gather others to him, beside those that are
gathered unto him.”

Isa. 60:4: “Lift up thine eyes round about, and see: all they gather themselves together, they come to thee: thy sons shall come
from far, and thy daughters shall be nursed at thy side”

Isa. 66:18-19: “For I know their works and their thoughts: it shall come, that I will gather all nations and tongues; and they
shall come, and see my glory. (19) And I will set a sign among them, and I will send those that escape of them unto the na-
tions, to Tarshish, Pul, and Lud, that draw the bow, to Tubal, and Javan, to the isles afar off, that have not heard my fame,
neither have seen my glory; and they shall declare my glory among the Gentiles”

Jer. 23:3, 5: “And I will gather the remnant of my flock out of all countries whither I have driven them, and will bring them
again to their folds; and they shall be fruitful and increase ... Behold, the days come, saith the Lorp, that I will raise unto
David a righteous Branch, and a King shall reign and prosper, and shall execute judgment and justice in the earth”

Jer. 31:8-11: “Behold, I will bring them from the north country, and gather them from the coasts of the earth, and with

them the blind and the lame, the woman with child and her that travaileth with child together: a great company shall return
thither. (9) They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I will cause them to walk by the rivers of
waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my firstborn. (10) Hear the
word of the Lorp, O ye nations, and declare it in the isles afar off, and say, He that scattered Israel will gather him, and keep
him, as a shepherd doth his flock. (11) For the Lorp hath redeemed Jacob, and ransomed him from the hand of him that was
stronger than he”

Jer. 32:37-40: “Behold, I will gather them out of all countries, whither I have driven them in mine anger, and in my fury, and
in great wrath; and I will bring them again unto this place, and I will cause them to dwell safely: (38) And they shall be my
people, and I will be their God: (39) And I will give them one heart, and one way, that they may fear me for ever, for the good
of them, and of their children after them: (40) And I will make an everlasting covenant with them, that I will not turn away
from them, to do them good; but I will put my fear in their hearts, that they shall not depart from me.

Eze. 20:34: “And I will bring you out from the people, and will gather you out of the countries wherein ye are scattered, with a
mighty hand, and with a stretched out arm, and with fury poured out”



Eze. 34:12-13: “As a shepherd seeketh out his flock in the day that he is among his sheep that are scattered; so will I seek out
my sheep, and will deliver them out of all places where they have been scattered in the cloudy and dark day. (13) And I will
bring them out from the people, and gather them from the countries, and will bring them to their own land, and feed them
upon the mountains of Israel by the rivers, and in all the inhabited places of the country”

Eze. 36:24-28: “For I will take you from among the heathen, and gather you out of all countries, and will bring you into your
own land. (25) Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and from all your
idols, will I cleanse you. (26) A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the
stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh. (27) And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to
walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them. (28) And ye shall dwell in the land that I gave to your
fathers; and ye shall be my people, and I will be your God.”

Eze. 37:21, 24: “And say unto them, Thus saith the Lord Gob; Behold, I will take the children of Israel from among the hea-
then, whither they be gone, and will gather them on every side, and bring them into their own land ... And David my servant
shall be king over them; and they all shall have one shepherd: they shall also walk in my judgments, and observe my statutes,
and do them.”

Hos. 1:10-11: “Yet the number of the children of Israel shall be as the sand of the sea, which cannot be measured nor num-
bered; and it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people, there it shall be said
unto them, Ye are the sons of the living God. (11) Then shall the children of Judah and the children of Israel be gathered
together, and appoint themselves one head, and they shall come up out of the land: for great shall be the day of Jezreel”

Mic. 2:12-13: “T will surely assemble, O Jacob, all of thee; I will surely gather the remnant of Israel; I will put them together
as the sheep of Bozrah, as the flock in the midst of their fold: they shall make great noise by reason of the multitude of men.
(13) The breaker is come up before them: they have broken up, and have passed through the gate, and are gone out by it: and
their king shall pass before them, and the LorD on the head of them?”

Mic. 4:6-7: “In that day, saith the Lorp, will I assemble her that halteth, and I will gather her that is driven out, and her that I
have afflicted; (7) And I will make her that halted a remnant, and her that was cast far off a strong nation: and the Lorbp shall
reign over them in mount Zion from henceforth, even for ever”

Zeph. 3:18-20: “T will gather them that are sorrowful for the solemn assembly, who are of thee, to whom the reproach of it
was a burden. (19) Behold, at that time I will undo all that afflict thee: and I will save her that halteth, and gather her that
was driven out; and I will get them praise and fame in every land where they have been put to shame. (20) At that time will
I bring you again, even in the time that I gather you: for I will make you a name and a praise among all people of the earth,
when I turn back your captivity before your eyes, saith the LorD”

Zech. 10:8, 10: “I will hiss for them, and gather them; for I have redeemed them: and they shall increase as they have in-
creased ... I will bring them again also out of the land of Egypt, and gather them out of Assyria; and I will bring them into the
land of Gilead and Lebanon; and place shall not be found for them?”

Matt. 12:30: “He that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth not with me scattereth abroad”

Matt. 23:37: “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto thee, how often
would I have gathered thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not!”

Matt. 24:31: “And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the
four winds, from one end of heaven to the other”

Matt. 25:32: “And before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divi-
deth his sheep from the goats”

John 10:16: “And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice; and
there shall be one fold, and one shepherd.”

Eph. 1:10: “That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which
are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him.”

IT Thess. 2:1: “Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto
